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Coban Mustafa Pasa Kiilliyesi

Gebze' de bulunan Coban Mustafa Pasa Kiilliyesi, Kanuni Sultan
Siileyman devrinin en 6nemli eserlerindendir. Bir menzil (Konaklama
yeri) kiilliyesidir.

Cami ve kiilliyenin mimar1 olarak tezkerelerde Mimar Sinan'in adi
gecmektedir. Ayrica, Yavuz Sultan Selim'in Misir'dan getirdigi
Memluk Saray1 mimar ve ustalarinin da 6nemli katkisinin oldugu
bilinmektedir.

Kiilliye, merkezde yer alan cami ve onu ii¢ taraftan U seklinde
ceviren tiirbe, medrese, imaret, tekke, kiitiiphane, dariissifa, pasa
odalar1, kervansaray ve hamam yapilarindan olugmustur. Biitlin bu
yapilar toplulugu 117x 106 m. lik bir alan1 kaplamaktadir.

Coban Mustafa Pasha Kiilliye

Coban Mustafa Pasa Kiilliye, situated within the borders of Gebze,
is one of the most important buildings of the Suleiman the Magnificient
Period. It is a stopever kiilliye.

In the books, Sinan the Architect is mentioned as the master builder
of the mosque and the complex. Moreover, it is a known fact that
the architects and craftsmen of the Mameluke Palace which Yavuz
Sultan Selim brought from Egypt also contributed to the building
considerably.



(Coban Mustafa Pasa Kimdir?

Coban Mustafa Pasa (Gazi Mustafa Bin Abdiilkerim), geng yasta
Yavuz Sultan Selim ile Misir seferine katilmistir. Zaman icerisinde
cesitli mevkilere yiikselmis, Yavuz Sultan Selim'in kiziyla
evlenmistir. Kanuni Sultan Siileyman zamaninda vezirlik gorevini
yiiriitmiis, Belgrad ve Rodos Seferlerine katilmistir. En sonunda
Sultan tarafindan Misir valiligine atanmustir.

Misir' da, 14 aralik 1522" den 22 mayis 1523'e kadar vali olarak
bulunan Coban Mustafa Pasa, orda ¢ikan bir isyani bastirip asayisi
sagladiktan sonra Istanbul' a geri donmiis veya geri cagirilmistir.
Istanbul' da vefat etmis ve Gebze' de yaptirdigi kiilliyenin
bahgesine gomiilmiistiir.




When he was young, Coban Mustafa Pasha (Gazi
Mustafa Bin Abdiilkerim) joined Yavuz Sultan Selim
in his campaign to Egypt. In time, he attained higher
ranks and married to Yavuz Sultan Selim's daughter.
He served as a vizier in Suleiman the Magnificient's
period, and took part in his expeditions to Belgrade
and Rhodes. Afterwards, he was appointed the governer
of Egypt by the Sultan.

Coban Mustafa Pasha served as the governer of Egypt
between 14 December 1522 and 22 May 1523. After
repressing a riot, he returned or was called back to
Istanbul, where he died. He was buried in the garden
of the kiilliye he had had buil



Tarihge

Caminin kapis1 lizerinde yer alan mermerden iki satirlik
stiliis kitabeye gore caminin tamamlanma tarihi 930 (1523)
dur. Kiindekari teknikte yapilmis olan kap1 kanatlari iizerinde
lille tagindan kakma iki satirlik kitabede ise Coban Mustafa
Pasa' nin adi1 ve 929(1522) tarihi yazilidir. Coban Mustafa
Pasa'nin 27 mayis 1523' de Istanbul'a geldigi diisiiniilecek
olursa bu Olcekte bir kiilliyenin ingasina daha 6nceden
planlanip baglandig1 sonucuna ulagiriz. Ayrica siislemelerin
kalitesi ve zenginligi de uzun bir caligmaya isaret eder.

Coban Mustafa Pasa Kiilliyesi bir menzil kiilliyedir. Menzil
kiilliyeleri, diger kiilliyelerde var olan yap1 birimlerine ilave
olarak, yolcularin ihtiyag¢larini giderebilmeleri i¢in inga
edilmis ek birimlerden olusur. Selcuklu donemi
kervansaraylari ile ayni iglevi tagirlar. Gebze' de ge¢gmisten
beri Anadolu- Istanbul arasinda énemli bir ugrak noktasi
olmustur.

Kiilliyede cok dengeli bir geometrik diizen goze carpar.
Cami avlusundan bagka arkada genis bir tiirbe avlusu vardir.




According to the two-line marble tablet located over
the door of the mosque, the construction of the mosque
ended in 930 (1523). The two-line meerschaum tablet
on the wings of the door which was made in the
kiindekari technique, the name of Coban Mustafa
Pasha and the year 929 (1522) are inscripted. Since
Coban Mustafa Pasha returned to Istanbul on 27 May
1523, it can be concluded that the construction of
such a big kiilliye had been being planned and had
started in advance. Moreover, the quality and opulence
of the ornamentation points to a longer period of
work.

Coban Mustafa Pasha Kiilliye is a stopever kiilliye.
Stopover kiilliyes are similar to other types of kiilliyes
in general; in addition, they have some extra sections
built to meet the needs of the travellers. They serve
the same purpose as the Seljuk caravanserais. Gebze
had always been an important place of resort between
Anatolia and Istanbul.

The kiilliye has a a very balanced geometrical plan.
In addition to the mosque's court, there is a big tomb
court in the back.




Cami

Kare planli olan caminin 14 m. Capinda ve 24 m.
Yiikseklikteki kubbesi istiridye yivli tromplara
oturmaktadir. Mukarnas baglikli alt1 siitun iizerine
oturan bes kubbeden olusan son cemaat yerinin orta
kubbesi yivli ve daha yiiksektir. Cami icerisinde
belli bir yiikseklige kadar biitiin duvarlari,
karakteristik Memliik tarzinda renkli mermer
kakmalar kaplamaktadir. Bes sira mukarnas
yagmakli climle kapisi, dig mihraplar, pencereler
ve yan kapilarla dig cephe; ¢cok kenarli mihrap nisi
ile kible duvart; bunun kargisinda giris duvari daha
zengin ve gosterigli olarak belirtilmistir.




Cami

The square shaped mosque has a
24-meter hight vault which has a
diameter of 14 meters. This vault
sits on shell groveed tromps. The
middle vault on the narthex that
has five domes which sits on
mugarnas six pillars is grooved
and higher. Up to a certain height,
all the walls inside the mosque are
covered with colorful marble
inlayings made in the Mameluke
style.




Camii biitiin bu 6zellikleriyle yiizyilin baginda Kahire'
de yapilan Kansu Gavri Medresesi'yle rahatca boy
olctisebilecek bir goriiniistedir. Mermer minber ¢ok
zengin ve renkli kakma tag siislemelere sahiptir.
Mermer ayaklar lizerinde Bursa kemerleri ile oturan
miiezzin mahfili renkli tas kakma siislemelerden
bagka bitki motifli kalemisleri ile bezelidir.

Kapi kanatlari tarih kitabesinden bagka maden, sedef,
fildisi ve liile tas1 kakmalarla siislenmistir. Pencere
kapaklari da fildisi ve sedef kakmali geometrik yildiz
motifleri ile kiindekari teknikte siislenmistir, fakat
daha sade bir kompozisyon vardir.

The entrance door which has five
rows of honeycomb veil, outer
mihrabs, windows, and the side
doors and the exteriors, multi-
sided mihrab niche and the kiblah
wall; the entrance wall opposite
it, are very opulent and
ostentatious.

Apart from the history epigraph,
the wings of the door is
ornamented with various metals,
mother-of-pearl, ivory, and
meerschaum inlayings. The
window covers are adorned with
geometrical star motifs made from
ivory and mother-of-peal inlayings
in kiindekari style; however, there
is a more uncomplicated
composition here.
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Tirbe

Kesme tastan sekizgen govde iizerine, kubbe ortiilii
tiirbenin mimarisi oldukca sadedir. I¢ cephe belli bir
yiikseklige kadar motifsiz, altigen firuze ¢inilerle
kaplidir. Bu ¢ini seridinin i¢ ve dis sinirlar serit halinde
lacivert ¢inilerle ¢evrilmistir. Etrafi bitkisel motifli
genis bir bordiir halinde mavi beyaz cinilerle
stislenmigtir. Kap1 kanatlar1 ve pencere kapaklari da
camide goriilen agac isleri ile ayn1 teknikte fakat daha
sade olarak yapilmustir.




The architecture of the vaulted
tomb which sits on a cut-stone
octagonal shaft is fairly modest.
The inner walls have no motifs
up to a certain height; they are
merely covered with hexagonal
turquoise ceramics. The inner
and outer borderlines of this
ceramic stripe are enclosed with
dark blue ceramics. The area that
surrounds it is adorned with blue
and white ceramics in the form
of a wide fringe which has plant
motifs. The wings of the door and
covers of the windows are made
with the same woodwork
observed in the mosque, only in
a more uncomplicated style.




Medrese

Klasik Osmanli tarzi bir yapidir. Imaret, tiirbe avlusundan
pencereli bir duvarla ayrilmigtir. Batidan girisi olan bir
koridora siralanmig ilk iki oda yemekhane, bunun yaninda
mutfak, kiler sonra firmn yer alir. Tekke kuzeybat1 kdsesinde
revakli avlu etrafinda semahane ve dervis hiicrelerinden
ibarettir.

Madrasah

This is a building in the classical Ottoman style. The soup-kitchen
is separated from the tomb yard with a wall which has a window
in it. Along a corridor that can be entered from the west side are
two dining rooms, the kitchen, the cellar, and the furnace. The
dervish lodge is in the northwest corner and consists of the hall
for dervish music and dance, and the dervish cells surrounding
the cloistered courtyard.



Batida climle kapisi iizerinde i¢ ice
iki odadir. Orijinal hali tonoz ortiilii
iken giinlimiizde cat1 ortiiliidiir.

The library consists of two rooms
one within another above the
entrance door in the west. In its
original form, it was vaulted, but
today it is covered by a roof.



Ortas1 kubbeli enlemesine uzun bir yapidir.
Payelerle ikiye ayrilmustir.

This is a longitudinal structure which has a
vault in the center. It is divided into two by
padestals.

Cami avlusunun ortasinda yer almaktadir.
Mermer bir havuzun etrafina dizilmis oturma
sekilerinden olusmaktadir. Havuzun iizerinde
geometriksel ve bitkisel karakterli siislemeler
vardir.




Doguda L biciminde siralanmis
kubbeli odalar halindedir. Kubbenin
ortasinda ve etek al¢1 palmet frizi
siislemeler vardir.

The hospital consists of vaulted rooms
arranged in an L-shaped plan. In the
middle and on the fringes of the vault,
there are plaster palmette frieze
embellishments.




Onarimlar

1961 yilinda yiiksek mimar Cahide Tamer tarafindan
baslanan restorasyon ¢aligmasi 1970 yilinda
tamamlanmustir. Restorasyon Vakiflar Genel Miidiirliigii
tarafindan yaptirilmistir. O 6nemden giiniimiize kiilliye
oldukca 1yi korunmustur. 1999 depreminde ise yapinin
minaresi zarar gormiis ve onarilmistir.

Restorations
The restoration efforts
initiated by architect
Cahide Tamer in 1961 was
completed in 1970. This
effort was supported by the
Directorate General of
Foundations. Since then,
the kiilliye was preserved
pretty well. The minaret
which was damaged in the
1999 earthquake was
restored.
